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USAID LIBERIA WELCOMES NEW MISSION DIRECTOR
MONROVIA SEPTEMBER 25, 2008.     Ms. Pamela White began her tenure as newly appointed Mission Director for USAID in Liberia today. She will direct the expanding Mission and the implementation of the recently signed four assistance agreements with the Government of Liberia totaling US $80,314,657 for Fiscal Year 2008. USAID will also provide $23,212,343 for projects in Liberia using other instruments outside of the agreements, bringing the Fiscal Year 2008 total to $103,527,000. 

Ms. White comes to Liberia from USAID Tanzania where, since 2005, she oversaw the substantial growth of the Mission including the start of the President’s Malaria Initiative and one of the largest President’s Emergency Plan for AIDS Relief (PEPFAR) programs. She also helped position the country to eventually receive one of the largest grants of the Millennium Challenge Corporation after fighting corruption and improving accountability with a threshold grant.

With the rank of Minister Counselor, a position held by less than 1% of women within USAID, Ms. White brings 30 years of experience from serving mostly in Africa where she began her public service as a Peace Corps Volunteer in Cameroon (1971-1973). She has worked in the Ivory Coast, Burkina Faso, Senegal, Haiti, Egypt and South Africa and served as Deputy Director for East Africa at USAID headquarters in Washington, DC. In Mali, Ms. White served as Deputy and Mission Director for USAID from 2001-2005. She was the first USAID Mission Director in Mali to receive the nation’s highest decoration, the Ordre national du Mali.

From Auburn, Maine, Pamela White studied at the University of Maine and the School for International Training where she earned a Master Degree in International Development.  In 1999, she graduated from the Industrial College of the Armed Forces.  Ms. White is married to a member of the US Foreign Service.


Welcoming the arrival of USAID Director Pamela White, US Ambassador Linda Thomas Greenfield said “The assignment of one of the most experienced senior managers of USAID’s Africa Bureau signals the importance of the USAID Mission in Liberia.
