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United States Agency for International Development Provides  

$80 Million in Assistance Agreements with Liberia
(MONROVIA) Monday, September 15, 2008 – On Monday, September 15, 2008, the United States Agency for International Development (USAID) amended its four Assistance Agreements with the Government of Liberia to provide Fiscal Year 2008 funding totaling $80, 314,657 to support development priorities in Liberia, demonstrating continued commitment to Liberia’s peace and recovery.  
President of Liberia, Ellen Johnson Sirleaf and United States Ambassador to Liberia Linda Thomas-Greenfield signed the four amended Assistance Agreements that support USAID’s objectives and are consistent with the Government of Liberia’s priorities as outlined in the Poverty Reduction Strategy.  They are: 1) Governing Justly and Democratically; 2) Investing in People:  Education; 3) Investing in People:  Health; and 4) Economic Growth.  USAID Acting Mission Director Rick Scott and Minister of Planning and Economic Affairs Amara Konneh were also on hand to sign the amended agreements through which assistance totaling US$80, 314,657 for Fiscal Year 2008 will be provided.  Further, it is estimated in the Agreements that, subject to the availability of funds, USAID will provide an additional US$114,446,000 in Fiscal Year 2009 for a total of US$194,760,657 for the two years.   These agreements enable USAID to obligate and reserve funds specifically for use in Liberia.  
USAID will also provide $23,212,343 for projects in Liberia using other instruments outside of the agreements, bringing the Fiscal Year 2008 total to $103,527,000.  Further, additional funding will be provided to Liberia from other United States Government Agencies.
Ambassador Linda Thomas-Greenfield stated that, “Today’s contribution from the United States through USAID to support the achievement of Liberia’s development priorities is further evidence of the close relationship between our two countries and US commitment to a brighter future for all Liberians.”  Also attending the signing ceremony held at the Ministry of Foreign Affairs were senior officials of the Government of Liberia and senior staff of USAID.
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
