USAID’s LCIP begins rehabilitation of Lofa Administration Building 
(MONROVIA) Tuesday, March 18, 2008 ---The United States Government, through the U.S. Agency for International Development’s (USAID) Liberia Community Infrastructure Program (LCIP) will commence the rehabilitation of the Lofa County Administration Building in Voinjama, Lofa County. A grant to the Ministry of Internal Affairs in the amount of $392,000 was approved by USAID, continuing its ongoing commitment to decentralize and strengthen the governments in all 15 counties. In total the United States has granted more than $1.2M USD in funding towards the rehabilitation of 10 county administration buildings. 
Madame President Ellen Johnson-Sirleaf will lead the Liberian delegation and will break ground at the site and make remarks at this special occasion, while attending the Cabinet Meeting hosted by Lofa County.  USAID Interim Mission Director Lucretia Taylor, Cabinet Ministers, Members of the Lofa County Legislative Caucus, Superintendent, LCIP Chief of Party and Engineers, local leaders, chiefs, elders and citizens of Lofa County are also expected to grace the occasion.

The Administration Building is the center of local government administration. When rehabilitation is completed in three months, this building will house the local offices of the Ministries of Internal Affairs (Office of the Superintendent), Labor, Gender, Education, Commerce, Agriculture, Justice, Planning as well as the Bureau of Immigration among others.

The rehabilitation will be carried out by a Liberian construction firm, SEEK Engineering, and architectural design was completed by Milton and Richards Inc. Repairs will include complete rehabilitation of the roof and ceiling, supply and installation of doors, frames and windows, electrical fixtures, plastering of damaged walls and a complete rehabilitation of the drainage, sewer, electrical, and plumbing systems. The provision of a 65 KVA generator also forms part of the rehabilitation package, as well a provision for office furniture.
The Lofa Administration Building is one of four currently under rehabilitation by USAID’s LCIP. Administration Buildings in Sinoe, Maryland and Bomi Counties will be completed in 2008. The Grand Bassa County Administration Building was handed-over to the Government of Liberia in January 2008. In 2005-2006, USAID’s LCIP rehabilitated 5 County Administration Buildings in Sanniquellie, Gbanga, Grand Gedeh, Grand Cape Mount, and Bopolo counties.
